Accreditation reduces risk for business and its
customers by assuring them that accredited CABs
are competent to carry out the work they undertake
within their scope of accreditation. ABs that are
members of IAF and their accredited CABs are
required to comply with appropriate international
standards and IAF mandatory documents for the
consistent application of those standards.
